INNOVATE and CULTIVATE FUND
Cultivate fund

Grants of 2k to 10k. These are for small projects to encourage local networks where
people help themselves and each other.

Innovate fund
Larger grant up to 50k for projects that demonstrate an innovative approach.

At the last Community and Partnership committee it was agreed to increase the
cultivate grant to 19k. The committee also agreed that the projects would be given 3
years to demonstrate a return on investment.

Application for the round of funding need to be submitted by March 2018.
From the 25" November there is a 16 day campaign to tackle domestic abuse.
